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VINTERBREV 2017

Jeg tcenker lige nu pd én scerlig dag i 1969. Det var en lysegron
fordrsdag, jeg med bcevende hjerte gik op ad havegangen til min
lcerermesters hus, for en halv time senere at lebe jublende ned igen.
Deren var blevet &bnet ind til den verden, jeg havde dremt om siden
jeg var barn. Den gamle mand havde sagt ja til at videregive alt det,
hans hcender huskede til en ny generation.

Lykkelig fik jeg hdndelag, metoder og nedarvede erfaringer
forcerende, og kunne som guldsmed etablere mig som mester.
Klassisk guldsmedemester, som fik frit spil i livet til at lave runde ringe
eller noget helt andet.

Som ung ser man sig omkring for at blive klar over, hvad det hele
handler om. For hvor finder man opskriften pd, hvordan man bcerer
sig ad? Man starter med at eve sig for at blive habil og trcene for at
f& styrke, blive hurtig og f& smidighed i h&ndteringen af vcerktojet.
Det tog tid at finde ud af, at opskriften ikke fandtes, og at jeg kunne
bestemme alt selv. Chok! Op ad bakke, over stok og sten gennem
livet, hvor jeg nu stér ved et punkt, hvor udsigten er umédelig smuk.

Her i sommer sad jeg p& en skrcent ved havet. Det var midsommer,
og ude pd boelgerne var en vandskileber i foerd med at krydse bddens
kelvand. Tankerne rejste pd et splitsekundt tilbage til Kebenhavns
800 &rs jubilceum i 1967, hvor den vandskiklub, som jeg var en del af,
skulle optrocede pd& Peblingeseen. Jeg havde féet til opgave at lebe
slalom hen over seens bolger. Det var min verden dengang. Men lige
preecist dér, p& de uvante belger midt i storbyen, mcerkede jeg en helt
ny felelse under preestationen. Det var bevidstheden om, at jeg havde
trcenet passioneret i flere &r, og gjorde mig sikker pd, at jeg havde et
fast greb om handtaget, ogsd under de store sving.

Jeg har ikke for tcenkt scerligt over, hvad der ligger i de klassiske
begreber om trcening og vedholdenhed fra sportsverdenen, hvor man
deltager i events og mesterskaber og kan vinde. Men her i den anden
ende af tilvcerelsen kan jeg meerke, at det at holde fast og deltage i
livets mesterskab, sigte efter et mdal, man skal ud forbi, det har vceret
drivkraften.

NATIONALBANKENS JUBILAUMSFONDS HADERSLEGAT 2017

Jeg sad netop pd den skreent, fordi jeg kort forinden havde
modtaget et enestdende budskab. | et brev skrev Nationalbankens
Jubilceumsfonds formand Lars Rohde, at de havde besluttet at
tildele mig Hoederslegatet i 2017. | tilknytning til den store cere, ville
jeg modtage et legat pd kr. 400.000, og ved overroekkelsen i oktober
mdned ville Fonden gerne vise en udstilling af mine arbejder i Bankens
forhal. Jeg blev fuldstcendig overveeldet, lykkelig og taknemmelig over
den hceder, der blev vist mig. Tcenk, at skulle sté& p& sammen liste som
de store forbilleder indenfor arkitektur, kunsthdndvcerk og design.
Det var ikke til at fatte lige i det nu, og jeg besluttede at rejse voek i
en periode, for at overveje, dels hvordan jeg kunne rumme den store
gleede, men ogsd for at teenke over hvad udstillingen skulle indeholde,
og hvordan den kunne iscenescettes.

RETROSPEKTIV UDSTILLING

Mens jeg sad i greesset pd skreenten ned mod Lillebcelt tog jeg en
beslutning, jeg aldrig havde troet ville blive min. Men netop her,
under den heldigste stjerne, matte det vcere det rigtige at kaste et
retrospektivt blik ud over mit livsvcerk. For ferste gang ville jeg vise
smykker, side om side, ordnet efter arstal, pd en udstillingen. Jeg ges
allerede ved tanken, for det syn har jeg aldrig vceret i ncerheden af.
Jeg ville rette fokus mod armbdénd 1975 - 2017 suppleret med fa ringe,
halskceder og lysestager.

Mine hjertensborn, fingerringene, er for sma til at kunne gere veesen af
sig i Nationalbankens forhal. Men de veesentligste ringe kom alligevel
med pd udstillingen, dogienientodimensionel version, vistsomlysende
billeder, der langsomt bevaegede sig hen over marmorvoeggene i den
18 meter hoje forhal i Arne Jacobsens arkitektoniske mesterveerk. De
virtuelle ringe blev fulgt af et lydbillede, komponeret af Jesper Siberg,
som lod sig inspirere af en scerlig kategori af mine fingerringe, som
indeholder lyd.

Det er med stor taknemmelighed overfor Jubilceumsfonden, at jeg
fortceller om tildelingen af Hcederslegatet og udstillingen. Det har
inspireret mig til at udfere en "Takkebroche". Den rummer bd&de
det budskab, som mit hjerte er fyldt af, men samtidig stiller den et
spoergsmal: Hvorfor er det nu, man bcerer en broche? Det kan kun vcere
for at fortcelle en historie til omgivelserne. For man kan jo ikke selv se
den, ndr man har den pd.

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WINTER LETTER 2017

Right now, as | sit down at the keyboard, I'm thinking of a special day
in 1962. It was one of those bright green spring days when | with a
pounding heart walked up the path to my master's house, only to run
down again half an hour later, full of joy. The door was opened to a
world I'd dreamt about since | was a child. The old man had agreed to
pass on all the knowledge his hands possessed to a new generation.

!/ was given the skills, methods and inherited knowleadge and when |
myself then became a goldsmith, | could establish myself as new
master. An old-style goldsmith who could make just anything she
wanted - golden rings or something entirely different.

When you're young you look around you to make sense of it all. Because
where do you find the recijpe for life? You start by practising so you
become skifled with tools and hand's. But then it took some time before
[ realised that there is no recipe -/ could make it all up myself! Shock!
Upwards and onward’s | went through life where I'm now standing at a
point where the view is exceptionally beautiful.

This summer | was sitting on a bluff overlooking the sea. It was
midsummer and on the waves a waterskier was crossing the boat's
waves. In a moment | was back in Copenhagen at its 800th anniversary
in 1267 where my waterskiing club was going to perform on one of the
city lakes. It was my task to slalom across the lake. Such was my world
at the time. But just there - on the unfamiliar waves on a lake in the
middle of the city, | experienced a brand new feeling: The knowledge
that/ had trained passionately for years and thus knew that / could do
this - even through the largest curves.

! haven't previously thought much about the classic notions about
practice and persistence in the sports world where you partake in
events and championships and have the chance to win. But now, at
the other end of my life | realise that holding on and participating in
the championship of life, aiming for a goal you must reach, has been
my arive.

THE DANISH NATIONAL BANK'S HONORARY GRANT 2017

The reason | was sitting on that bluff was that | had just received a
rather unique message! A letter from the chairman of the board of the
bank's foundation, Lars Rohde, informed me that they had decided to
give me the grant for 2017. Besides the honour | receive DKK 400,000
and they requested an exhibition in the bank's impressive entrance
hall (designed by Arne Jacobsen). | was overwhelmed with happiness,
gratitude and awe over this honour - finding myself on the same list
as so many of my idols within architecture, craft and design. | couldn't
quite understand it, so | decided to go away for a bit to contemplate
how to contain this pride and joy, but also to think about the shape and
form of the coming exhibition.

RETROSPECTIVE EXHIBITION

While sitting in the grass looking at the sea | made a decision that /'d
never thought I'd make! But right there, under that lucky star, it became
clear that it was the right thing to do to take a look in the rearview
mirror at my life's work. For the first time | wanted to show pleces, side
by side, sorted by year, at an exhibition. | was shivering at the thought
because I've never even been close to that idea previously. | decided
to focus on my bracelets from 1975 - 201/, supplemented with a few
rings, necklaces and candlesticks.

VIRTUAL EXHIBITION

The children of my heart - the rings - are too small to compete with
the vastness of the National Bank. But the most important rings are
actually there, but in a virtual, slow-moving, two-dimensional way
as profections on Arne Jacobsen's vast walls. The virtual rings are
accompanied by a soundscape called "Gold under a Silver Shade”
composed by Jesper Siberg who was inspired by a certain category
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of my rings - the ones that make tiny sounds. The rings and the music

GRATITUDE BROOCH

It is with a feeling of gratitude towards the foundation that | am telling
you about the grant and the exhibition. This gratitude has inspired me
to create a gratitude brooch (TAK is (almost) the Danish equivalent
of thank you). It holds the message that's filling my heart but it also
poses a question. Why is it you wear a brooch? It can only be to tell
others a story. Because while wearing it, you can't see it yourself. But
most of us will go to the mirror to fasten it and check that it looks good.
And there, in the mirror, is the message.

The Gratitude-brooch has been designed in two versions, one in
3D-printed green nylon, given to the attendees at the award ceremony
by two women, each holding a mirror.

The other one is in red gold with diamonds - as seen on the front page
of this letter.

The exhibition at the National Bank is open weekdays from 10am to
4pm and lasts until November 27. 20717.

Two very talented jewellers, Marie-Louise Christensen
and Anette Dam, have curated the exhibition, which is supported by
the Arts Foundation.

"SMEDET ARMRING MED TRADGALLERI". 1976.

Og s@dan gik det, hun havde det pd
i dagligdagen gennem hele livet. | dag er det géet i arv til den nceste
generation og befinder sig i Australien.

"FORGED BRACELET WITH THREADS". 1976.

The forged bracelet with threads from 1976 is in silver and was one
of the first larger works where | "found myself". While standing in my
studlio, adding the last finish before it was to appear at an exhibition, /
thought that it was really very tall - and very small. In that very moment
a customer walked in and asked what | was doing. / told her about my
considerations and she said: "That's my bracelet. Put it on exhibition
but when it's back I'll wear it forever after.”" And that's exactly what
happened: she wore it every day throughout her life. Now it has been
passed on to the next generation and is currently in Australia.

"NATTENS ARMRING"

| 1988 arbejdede jeg i en periode i Venedig, for at hente inspiration.
Her blev jeg meget optaget af de helt store navne fra 1900-tallets
kunstscene p& Peggy Guggenheim Collection.

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"BRACELET OF THE NIGHT"

In 1988 | worked for a period in Venice to find inspiration. Here, /
became fascinated by the 20th century art scene as displayed at the
Venice Guggenheim. But more than any painting, | was inspired by
Claire Falkenstein's gate, which is the first thing you see when entering
the gallery. The sketches from my time in Venice became the "Starry
Night" series - very light pieces, usually in gold with diamonds, but
often partly patinated.
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"BRED HOSTARMRING".

When the last of my parents died in 19295, a shift occurred in both my
life and my work. | thought about the privilege of being alive, having
been given so much and being able to interpret it all in my medium,
Jewellery. The pieces from this period were given the title Harvest and
the kernel motif, repeated in the jewellery, reflected on the wonder of

the kernel in the ground leading to bread on the table.

HANDS REMEMBER

Parallel with the pieces | have made in each epoque, throughout my
career | have also worked with thread. The bracelets in thread have
a more universal expression and can't quite be placed in time. But
"hand's remember" how they are made.

"BOAT BRACELET" from 1993 is a chain of "boats" in red and yellow
gola, which must be folded to fit on the hand. Acquired by The Danish
Arts Foundation in 2007 and now deposited in the Jewellery Box from
where it can be borrowed.
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"LAKSEKADE", redt guld. 2017.

"SALMON CHAIN", red gold. 2017.
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"RING MED 4 BEN". To ringe, hvoraf den ene er i selv
med grdbrun indisk mdnesten, og den anden er i
redt guld med en redbrun ménesten.

The Bend ring contains a poetic simplicity and is
probably my chief work. Since it first appeared in 1988 | have made it
in numerous variations for either the right or left ring finger. This Bend

ring is for the left hana, in red gold with a white and a brown diamond.
